De-energized:   Air will flow from ”In” port and
pressurize Port ”B”. Air will exhaust 
from Port ”B” to exhaust port.

Energized: Air will flow from ”In” port and
pressurize Port ”A”. Air will exhaust
from Port ”A” to exhaust port.
